2019-9 New York State Water Infrastructure Improvement Act

The following Resolution was put forth by Mayor Ferrucci, and duly seconded by Trustee Bayes:
WHEREAS: the New York State Department Environmental Facilities Corporation offers grants
through the New York State Water Infrastructure Improvement Act (WIIA) to fund clean water
projects, and



WHEREAS, WIIA provides grants to pay for up to 25% of the costs associated with clean water
projects, and

WHEREAS, the Village of Sloan seeks grant funding to help fund necessary improvements as
mandated by the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation Order On Consent,
including sewer lining, replacement and manhole rehabilitation, and

WHEREAS, the Village’s consultant engineer, William Schutt, P.E., has estimated the cost of
compliance with the Order on Consent to be $6,084,891, and

WHERAS, based on this estimate, the Village intends to apply for a maximum grant of $1,521,222
and,

WHEREAS, the Sloan Village Board of Trustees hereby commits matching funds, both in-kind
and/or cash to be made available through bonds authorized on May 23, 2018 in the amount of
$6,800,000 to fund the project, including the allocation of any necessary grant matching funds;
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT

RESOLVED, that the Sloan Village Board of Trustees hereby authorizes the undertaking of the
Village of Sloan 1&I Correction Project, heretofore known as “the project,” and, BE IT FURTHER

RESOLVED, that the Mayor hereby is authorized to execute all documents pertaining to the
application and acquisition of said funding including a funding agreement with the Environmental
Facilities Corporation.

2019-10 Clean Water State Revolving Fund

The following Resolution was put forth by Trustee Bayes and duly seconded by Trustee Carlson:
WHEREAS, the United States Environmental Protection Agency annually provides a grant to New
York State to capitalize the Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) program and,

WHEREAS, the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation uses these federal funds,
along with the required State match, to fund projects for the purpose of preserving, protecting, or
improving water quality, by providing interest-free or low-interest rate financing for wastewater
and water quality improvement projects to municipalities throughout New York State, and

WHEREAS, the Village of Sloan has entered into a New York State Department of Environmental
Conservation Order on Consent to reduce sanitary sewer overflows, and

WHEREAS, The Sloan Village Board of Trustees seeks a no-interest or low-interest loan to help
finance the work to be performed in conjunction with the Order on Consent, NOW, THEREFORE
BEIT

RESOLVED, that the Mayor be and hereby is authorized and directed to execute all documents
pertaining to the application and to the acquisition of said CWSRF funding from the New York
State Environmental Facilities Corporation.

2019-11 Buffalo Erie Niagara Land Improvement Corporation
The following Resolution was put forth by
WHEREAS, in July 2011 in recognition of the growing problem of distressed, vacant, abandoned,
and tax-delinquent properties, New York State passed the Land Bank Act, as Article 16 of the New
York State Not-for -Profit Corporation Law, which authorizes any Foreclosing Governmental Unit
(FGU) to create a land bank to strategically acquire, improve, assemble, and sell these properties;
and
WHEREAS, under the New York State Land Bank Act, Article 16 of the New York State Not-for-
Profit Corporation Law, the Buffalo Erie Niagara Land Improvement Corporation (BENLIC) was
formed in May 2012 via an intermunicipal agreement among the county’s four FGUs: Erie County
and the Cities of Buffalo, Lackawanna, and Tonawanda; and
WHEREAS, county-wide land banks have proven highly successful in regions experiencing
growing numbers of problem properties by supporting municipal and regional revitalization efforts
by strategically acquiring, improving, assembling, and selling these properties; and
WHEREAS, BENLIC (the land bank) seeks to work collaboratively with the cities, towns, and
villages within Erie County to address the growing problem of distressed, vacant, abandoned, and
tax-delinquent properties; and
WHEREAS, the Village of Sloan, Erie County, has recognized the need to address the growing
issues of distressed, vacant, abandoned, and tax-delinquent properties and is desirous of partnering
with BENLIC to address this problem.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
RESOLVED, that Village of Sloan hereby officially requests that BENLIC acquire the following
properties:

RESOLVED, that certified copies of this resolution will be sent to the Executive Director of the
Buffalo Erie Niagara Land Improvement Corporation; the Commissioner of the Erie County
Department of Environment and Planning; the Director of the City of Buffalo’s Office of Strategic
Planning; and the Mayors of the cities of Lackawanna and Tonawanda.
